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CONTEMPLATING
HAPPINESS

Living in the times when even ruminations on happiness is a transcendental
luxury that many found incredibly unaffordable, the subject of happiness is a
matter of longing, many would say. But, is happiness that abstract and.
inaccessible? Or is it a definable state of being, where one feels at home either -
with oneself, with surroundings, or with both? In a broader sense, happiness
may be a subjective psychological state of mind, which surrounds a human
being who, at least for the period during which this state pertains, is immune
from the encroachment of fear or cynicism. Happiness is enchanting for that
matter. It is often accompanied by a sense of peace or gratification as well.

World happiness report 2021 of United Nations found Finland as the country
that has beaten all the other countries across the world in the list of happiest
countries. The crucial steps particularly initiated by the governments during the
turbulent times of pandemic were decisive in the happiness of the citizens
reflected in the survey. As an evaluation strategy, a dystopia was created by the
evaluators as the rock bottom country of this scale of happiness where matters
like, gross domestic product per capita, healthy life expectancy, social support,
~ independence of choice, generosity of the population and corruption levels were
marked at the lowest. Contrasting the state of the countries with the dystopia,
the randomness of the judgement is minimized. Trust, solidarity, security, peace
and generosity were the priceless factors recognized as contributing to the
7 so-called welfare of the citizens which ultimately produce a happy “state”.
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There are specifically two reasons that answer why people choose to be happy:
existence and survival. Now, you may wonder whether a human being can
choose happiness. The answer is definitely yes, though, of course, it is an
arbitrary answer, considering the fact that happiness is an attitude that many
fail to embrace. However, the people who do not count them happy might not
be cognizant of the failure as the particular judgement of their state is just a
reflection of the impressions that rule the ‘unhappy’: happiness is a fixed state
and the attainment of which depends on a set of paraphernalia required for its
production. Be it money, be it health, be it power, be it respect or be it beauty,
the montage of happiness generators basically excites the passions of the
individuals and provide a sense of momentary pleasure on attainment on
flattering the desires. Yet, contrary to diving the human beings to the permanent
state of peace, these fleeting moments leave the man in perils where peace
would be a paradox. Ultimately, the pleasure that we conceive as a synonym for
happiness will not function as the alter ego of happiness. Instead, it affirms the
thought that happiness is a false, deceptive non-existent category, and the
pursuit of it would prove the claim made earlier to be wrong. Obviously, it would
be wise to discern happiness from pleasure even though some instances mark
them as siblings.

We believe that happiness is a condition attained by human beings with
fulfilment. We also believe that the sustenance of this feeling is what decides
the sustenance of happiness. We believe that this fulfilment is achieved when
we enjoy security provided by the factors such as health, education, occupation,
wealth, power and respectability. Many human beings around who gained these
are not really happy proving this hypothesis based on the above said parameters
wrong. Still many people who achieved them count themselves absolutely
happy, leaving the task of defining happiness a difficult conundrum.

A couple of days ago, | listened to one of my colleagues’ sharing anecdotes with
the students. While he was at school, my colleague was quite an average boy
who did not conceive studies as providing happiness to him and he ended up
with the minimum qualifying marks to get promotion in the matriculation
examination. Selecting the subject in which his scores were better than the rest,
he pursued pre degree followed by the undergraduate journey. Gradually, dreams
of becoming a college teacher crept into his consciousness and eventually
solidified there. The reality made this dream remain as a utopian reverie as it
was rather a herculean task for a below-average student to uplift himself to be
eligible to attain the scores that challenge his past. But being a person who
would not give up easily; he developed a taste for studies, consistently worked
to gain the happiness of the occupation of his dreams and eventually achieved
it. So, you will tag him as a happy person. Of course, there is no evidence
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against this finding, until you hear from the horse’s mouth that there is an
emotional plateau where one will reach when one gains what you desire the
most. From there the graph of progress illustrates neither surge nor decline. This
is about the future of a happy state: the purpose leading to passion enabling
pleasure for a period of time will come to an end. Apparently, it is disappointing
to imagine that the state of achievement of your long-cherished dream a fleeting
moment of pleasure alone. Yet, it seems it is. The understanding of this reality
would drive people to find a better mechanism to preserve happiness, not to
allow it to become a memory; some may confront it by transforming charity,
gratitude, affection or peace as happiness while others gain it by setting smart
targets and utilizing time effectively or maintaining healthy life style, all in a
sustainable fashion. All said and done, ultimately many may not find happiness
as a necessity for existence or survival.

Happiness is invariably an aesthetic choice of those who believe in the beauty
of being. Even this conception may be relative and essentialist. To some, life
without the aforesaid happiness is more normal and natural than living with it
and they count normal as happy. So, aren't we led to drawing an inference that
happiness is an idiosyncratic sensation beyond definitions and interpretations?
Yes and no: because no indication can be gained to reckon happiness as a
monolithic state. It is pluralistic. But it will be dangerous if happiness is to be
conceptualized in a taken for granted way. For éxample, if it is too subjective,
and the human measures to attain happiness is legitimized irrespective of the
matter that provides happiness, the acts of imperialism, terrorism, sexism,
masochism etc. will be justified. Cruelty can be a source of happiness; so must
be environmental destruction. So, happiness must not be allowed to be defined
as too subjective, selfish and sectarian ideal. Still, happiness is to be promoted,
linking it to the welfare of humanity because a happy world is a vivacious world
worth living. Moreover, though the motives vary, though the outcomes differ,
though the levels fluctuate, the emotional state of happiness persuades the
human organism to oblige the principles of idealism. Let humanity prevail
through happiness.

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Climate change -
the global threat

UN environment currently tweeted ‘humanity is facing a triple environmental
emergency of biodiversity loss, climate disruptions and escalating pollution’.
Unfortunately various organizations still have to conduct discussions, debates,
conferences and summits in order to make the world and people to be aware of
climate change while our generation is outrightly confronting the massive
impacts of climate change. There is no point in being dogmatic or skeptic now.
Climate change isn’t something in the distant future. It is already affecting us now.

Barak Obama mentioned this few years back but even now in this year there are
many people inclining to lay down all these principles about climate change as
incontrovertibly true. In fact we don’t need a public opinion about a fact, but
denial of the fact is far more dangerous.
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WHO already stated climate change is the greatest threat to global health
in the 21st century. The intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change ( IPCC ) had
issued a series of reports that project significant increase in the impact of
warming. The climate change includes both global warming driven by human-
induced emission of green house gases and the resulting large scale shifts in
weather pattern. Global warming usually refers to human induced warming of
the earth system where as climate change can refer to natural as well as
anthropogenic change.The largest driver of warming is the emission of gases
that create greenhouse effect, of which more than 90% are CO2 and methane,
fossil fuel burning(coal, oil and natural gas) with additional contribution from
agricultural deforestation and manufacturing. Temperature rise on land is about
twice the global average increase, leading desert expansion, more common
heatwaves and wildfires. Warmer temperature will increase the rate of
evaporation causing more intense storm and weather extremes. The long term
effects of climate change includes further ice melt, ocean warming, sea level
rise, ocean acidification, poverty, extinction of species, food insecurity, water
scarcity, infectious diseases, economic loss and displacement on the centuries
to millennia. The magnitude of climate change will be determined primarily by
anthropogenic CO2 emissions. And the severe, pervasive and irreversible
impact can last centuries by threatening the whole biodiversity.
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The emission of co2 principally come from burning fossil fuels to provide
energy for transport, manufacturing, heating and electricity. Additional co2
emissions come from deforestation and industrial process. And the methane
emission is mainly from livestock, manure, rice, cultivation, land fills, waste
water, coal mining as well as oil and gas extraction. Ocean acidification is the
ongoing decrease in the pH of earth’s oceans, caused by the uptake of CO2 from
the atmosphere. Ocean acidification can even impact organisms who produce
shells and skeletons such as mussels, barnacles and coral reefs. Coastal
ecosystems are under particular stress with almost half of the wetland having
disappeared as a consequence of climate change and due to other human
impacts.

Harmful algae bloom enhanced by climate change and eutrophication
cause anoxia and disruption of food web. Attribution of recent climate change
shows that primary driver of warming is elevated to green house gases, but the
aerosols also have a strong effect. Similarly ozone depletion also puts a large
burden on human health which can affect the climate on a large scale. The
environmental effects of climate change are broad and far reaching since the
1950s. Drought, heatwaves, landslides, earthquake, soil erosion, flood, wildfire
etc have been appearing simultaneously and intermittently with an increased
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frequency. The climate system experiences various cycles on its own which can
last for years (such as El Nifio — southern oscillation ) decades or even centuries.
Other changes are caused by an imbalance of energy. Due to precession there
would be a time variation in seasoning, blooming time of flowers etc. But
qualitative change of seasons are undoubtedly happening because of climate
change. In order to limit global warming to less than 1.5°c with a high likelihood
of success, global greenhouse gas emission need to be net zero by 2050. So this
can be mitigated by reducing greenhouse gas emissions and by enhancing zink
that absorbs greenhouse from atmosphere. Reforestation and tree planting are
most matured sequestration techniques, although they rise food security
concerns. Reducing energy demands is another major feature of
decarbonization scenario. Efficiency strategies to reduce energy demand vary by
sectors.

In the building sector, the focus is on better design of new buildings and
incorporating higher level of energy efficiency in retrofitting techniques for
existing structures. In addition to decarbonizing energy use, the use of
technologies like heat-pumps can also increase the building energy efficiency.
Within the next decade, countries need to triple the amount of reductions they
have committed to in their current Paris agreement and even greater level of
reduction is required to meet the 1.5°c goal. Definitely we can overlap climate
justice and development together. Hence we know what to do and how to do and
. let’s allow our future generation to live a peaceful life.

Taslima Nasreen; ‘A prophet of the voiceless or a hypocritical she devil’, the
adjectives associated with her name varies according to her followers and critics
in Bangladesh. A woman who left her mark not only in the literary world, but also
in the political history of Bangladesh by creating deep cut wounds. She was an
undeniably strong writer in a time when men dominated the society. As she was
born and raised amidst the heat of riots for the partition of Bangladesh, she was
forced to witness the bitterness of partition and the sorrows of the people who
got separated from their kith and kin, who despite sharing the same language and
culture were brutally separated from their homeland. All these painful
experiences made her brave enough to pull off something like Lajja.

As she was forced to witness the rapists and murderers who exploited the life of
the innocent, especially that of women on the grounds of religion, she slowly
started questioning religion. Being fool for a minute by asking a question was
more desirable for her rather than not asking it and staying a fool for life. Even
today the wounds inflicted by the partition still remains unhealed, which is very
clear when we go through her present talks and writings. These circumstances
gradually made her hate the country to which she belonged to and finally
denounced them and turned towards the path of secular humanism and
feminism.
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Her excellence as a writer was proven in her
early age and all her works reflected the harsh
realities of Bangladesh partition on which
thousands of people suffered from poverty,
starvation, murders and gang rapes. Since then,
using pen and paper, she fought bravely to
defend women from religions and rituals which
suppressed, controlled and belittled them.

She faced horrible experiences in her youth
especially from men driven by the religious
fundamentalism. Taslima Nasreen shares some
unpleasant memories in her book “Wild wind:
My stormy youth, an autobiography”, when
somebody stripped her scarf off amidst a crowd
and pressed her breast.

. Another instance was when someone burned
her rosy forearms with a burning cigarette. She
kept silent because she realised that even if she
called out, nobody would be there to help her.
She is a guardian angel for numerous helpless
Bengali women and her cigarette burned hand
reminds the trauma they had to confront.

It was in 1997 that she penned the book Lajja
which hit like a burst of hot viscous air in the
midst of religious fundamentalists of
Bangladesh and the storm aroused by Lajja was
colossal. Suranjan, the protagonist of the novel
and his family strictly believed that their na-
tionalism is far more better than the communal-
ism around. This thought prompted them to
remain there and encounter all those misfor-
tunes designed by fate. Lajja portrays the harsh
realities and aftermath of communal riots
endured by women of both sides.




Even though several critics ridicule her
work as “a second class”, she has
documented exact facts and realities
about Bangladesh and reaches out to
call it “a blend of fact and fiction”. The
book was a mirror held back in time
which exposed the pathetic condition
and miserable state of minorities. Death
threats became a frequent visitor to the
writer following this.

Even when Lajja turns 20, the book’s
power to disturb remains unchanged.
Like books destined to survive, Lajja puts
one foot firmly in its own time and with
the other, transcending it. This work is |
still relevant because people in the
subcontinent still hate the people of
different faith. After 20 long years, Lajja
is still an unfortunate reality and is still
relevant because violence against
women and specifically, rape, as a
means of settling political scores in a
patriarchal political culture continues.
Bilkis Banoo remains as an example in
India. Nasreen believes that her book
represents religious fundamentalism. It
was a conflict between secularism and
fundamentalism, between rational
logical mind and irrational blind faith,
between innovation and tradition,
between future and past, between
humanism and barbarism, between
those who value freedom and who do
not. Lajja is not only the story of
Bangladesh, it is the story of the whole
subcontinent. Just change the names
and religions of the characters. They can
fit in any place in the South Asia.

To give education to slum children, she
established slum school in 1946 at her 36th age. She got Nobel Prize in the year 1979
at her 69th age for peace.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE COLLEGE FOR THE YEAR 2021-22

I am delighted to present the brief report of the college for the year 2021-22.

The college reopened after summer vacation on 1°" June 2021 in online mode to the
students and off line mode to the staff due to Covid 19 pandemic restrictions. The Principal
convened a meeting of the teaching staff and discussed the issues related to Covid19 and the
functioning of the college. On 1™ June 2021, a meeting of the College council was held on
live and decided to conduct online classes to 2™ and 3™ year students from 9 am onwards.

There are 1683 students, 43 regular teachers, 15 guest lectures in the aided stream, 18
guest lectures in the unaided stream, 1 part-time lecturer, 23 non-teaching staff and 3 ad-hoc
staff members in the college.

Dr. Hikmathulla V (Malayalam), Dr. Jamsheena V (Chemistry), Dr. Jasna VC
(Chemistry), Dr. Thasneem P (Chemistry), Dr. Shamsheera KO (Chemistry), Ms. Ashitha
(Maths), Dr. Bajeel (Maths) and Dr. Faseela (Botany) joined in this academic year. Ms.
Saleena M, Mr.Mahmood P, Mr.Mohammed Jamsheer Mecheri and Mr. Yoosef Vallanchira
joined as office staff. Mr.Ajmal Jawad K (Mechanic) and Mr. Mahroof Ali P (Technical
Assistant) too joined in this academic year.

After the Covid pandemic, offline classes commenced on 4" October 2021. The
college Hostel also started functioning on the same day.

Infrastructure Development

A number of renovation works were undertaken during this academic year. The
Seminar Hall was expanded and renovated with modern equipment of sound system and
digital board. Renovation of college auditorium and paving of interlocks were completed
using RUSA fund.
